Installing/removing battery
To install battery
1. Align the metal contacts on the battery with the contacts inside the
battery compartment.
2. Press the battery downwards until it fits the battery compartment;
push the battery until it is automatically locked.
3. Slide the battery cover upwards.

To remove battery
1. Press and hold the Power button to turn off M35.
(See “Turn on/off M35”.)
2. Remove the battery cover by sliding it downwards.
3. Push and hold the battery lock rightwards to unlock battery;
gently lift the the battery from left side and then take it out.
